OVERVIEW

Manufactured by Structural Adhesives Ltd, S-732 U VHG is a high grab adhesive which is more flexible than Epoxy based adhesives and is a non-hazardous single part formulation.  This adhesive will take up some movement.
DESCRIPTION

S - 732 U VHG is a high quality, neutral, elastic one component construction joint sealant and universal adhesive based on a hybrid polymer. The Very High grab version is formulated for brick slip bonding in situations where extremely good grab is required i.e. in the soffit of an arch.

A primer should be applied to very porous surfaces.  No pre-treatment is necessary to non-porous surfaces.

Coverage

A 290cm³ cartridge applied in a 5mm bead, 2 beads horizontally per brick slip will give coverage of approximately ½m².

Special Comments
S-732 U VHG may be overprinted, however due to the large spectrum of paints and varnishes strongly suggest a compatibility test best application.  When overprinted with paints based on alkyd resins drying time of the paint may increase.
